Nationally, an upward trend in learner numbers
is reflected for the period 2002 to 2007, followed
by a downward trend in 2008 (see Table 5 and
Figure 3).

Table 6 reflects the following indicators:

(a) When counting all educators, the learner-to-
educator ratio for ordinary public schools nationally
was 31.4, while, when counting only state-paid
educators in these schools, the learner-to-educator
ratio increased to 33.7.

(b) The learner-to-school ratio for ordinary public
schools nationally was 480, with three provinces
(Gauteng, Mpumalanga and the Western Cape)
higher than the national average.

(c) The gross enrolment ratio for all primary
schools?) nationally was 98%, with four provinces
(the Eastern Cape, KwaZulu-Natal, Limpopo and
Mpumalanga) higher than the national average,
while it was 85% for all secondary schools, with
three provinces (Gauteng, Limpopo and
Mpumalanga) higher than the national average.

(d) The gender parity index for all primary schools
nationally was 0.98, with three provinces (the
Eastern Cape, Gauteng and Limpopo) higher than
the national average, while it was 1.08 for all
secondary schools, with two provinces (the
Eastern Cape and Limpopo) higher than the
national average.
